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Terri Thornton Wins Social Media, Media Relations Awards
Atlanta, GA (October 2009) – Terri Thornton of Thornton Communications has won several prestigious industry honors. They include the Golden Phoenix award from the Public Relations Society of America (PRSA), and the Golden Flame award from the International Association of Business Communicators (IABC). Both are  for the social media strategy and execution behind the “Tech Trek to India” campaign for law firm Morris, Manning & Martin, LLP. The  campaign combined Twitter, LinkedIn, video, blogging and media coverage. Judges praised the campaign’s “solid creativity,” “proven coverage in target markets” and “good bang for the buck.”

In all cases she beat regional and national firms with much larger staffs.
